· If the site is covered under a CGP in the Stormwater Module open the site and click the “Recurring Inspections” button at the bottom and disable weekly inspections for the building and city inspector.  Verify SWPPP/NOI is current in the Storm Water Module and approve NOI, SWPPP, Site Map and Confirm Permit Info in City Inspect.  For all CPODs…
· NOI:  
· Verify on the CDX dashboard that the NOI is a UTRH number and not UTRC (CGP), it has been paid and in approved status. 
· If site is not found on the CDX, but they have provided a copy of the NOI, they may have entered the wrong MS4 under “Site Activity Information” discharge information.  If so, the applicant needs to change in the CDX or contact DEQ.
· If the applicant did not provide the Authorization Form from the CDX then upload the form to City Inspect in the NOI Plan Review (click Actions, View Authorization, Print).
· SWPPP:  Verify the following SWPPP content (see Sections 1-14).
· Site Map:  View the site map and verify if BMPs are listed,  such as:
· Portable toilet
· Dumpster
· Washout
· Existing berms/fences
· Inlet protection
· Steep slopes/flow arrows
· Confirm Permit Info:
· Click “permit info”, scroll to bottom and click “builder info”, click the “+” button and add general contractor information or third party inspector if listed in the SWPPP.  If CGP permit then this step is N/A.

SECTION 2 – POLLUTION SOURCES/BEST MANAGEMENT PRACTICES (BMP)
· Verify all BMPs have been checked.
· If the site is within 30 foot of water body then a buffer zone will be required (question #4).

· Verify that approximate start and end dates are included in the SWPPP.
